As a part of the Reopening Archives, Libraries, and Museums

(REALM) Project, scientists have found that the Vvirus
SARS-CoV-2 that causes COVID-19 is not detectable on identified
items after the following time periods:
1 Day: hardcover books (buckram cloth), softback book
covers, plastic
DVD cases
2 Days: archival folders
3 Days: plain paper pages inside a closed book, mylar
protective book
cover jackets
4 Days: braille paper pages, glossy book pages, children’s
board books,
magazine pages
